On predetermined route and time, the
pharmacy tech moves the transfer cart to
each unit hub cart and transfers patient-
specific bins and bulk meds from transfer
cart into hub cart. Tech returns transfer
cart to pharmacy with a set of bins that
contain only med credits from discharged
patients or unused doses.

At exchange time set by
pharmacy route, nurse
exchanges stocked bin
from unit hub cart into
TX10. Previous empty
patient bin placed in med
hub for return to pharmacy.
